	The chairman introduced Mr John Cook CEO and Mr Chris Morgan Director of Planning from the NPA. The chairman invited both officers to give members updates since their last visit to the council. Mr Cook explained that the officers had no presentation but would take any questions. 

Cllr Preece explained that he has friends who applied for planning for change of use which was outside the Llangattock community. 

Cllr Preece explained that he has friends/neighbours who made a planning application for an application to change the roof structure, and the applicant was requested to install bat boxes in the garden.

He explained that he has a friend and that property has undergone major improvements, and has been refused permission to construct a second drive way, when other properties in the location have two drives.   

Mr Morgan covered the points relating to the planning application.

One point was made about the footpath through Horseshoe Public House car park. It was explained that this issue has been ongoing for a number of years. 

The officers will look into the issues and report back to Council.
