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TRAFFIC NEWS

With the assistance of our County Councillor,
Llangattock Community Council has lobbied the
Highways Authority and Costains about traffic
flows through the village when the A465 is
closed. An informal survey suggested a five-fold
increase in traffic, even though Llangattock is
not an official diversion route.

Your Community Council also continues to
pursue speed reductions at the edges of the
village where the evidence supports it. We have
provided funding from council reserves to
support this and will continue to monitor the
legal process of implementing the lower limits.

It is with regret that we have to tell you that
there have been some incidents of
vandalism at Llangattock Recreation
Ground. Your council are considering
installing CCTV Cameras as both a deterrent
and to provide evidence which may lead to
prosecution of the person or persons
responsible.
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The sign at Plas Derwen has been replaced with a
smart new one thanks to the personal efforts of
Community Council Chair, Richard Jones.
