Path to tarmac areas: ClIr R or T Jones Update

Clir H Burns confirmed that a zoom meeting was held with Keep Wales Tidy and a Powys officer.
Keep Wales Tidy have many ideas in relation to litter in the community. The suggestion was to
monitor the situation.

The Powys officer confirmed that they are moving away from installing new bins.
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Friends of the Park will be picking monthly on a Monday and Llangattock Litter Pickers will be
helping with the sorting so that monitoring can take place. The Friends of the Park will be taking
the village from Llangattock Litter Pickers and the flower boxes. Extra bins are still being consid-
ered as this would be a cost to the Council.
